Did Widows Walk the Roofline?
In many poems and stories, the
widow's walk provided an elevated
vantage point for seamen's wives
to survey the harbor for their
husbands' arrival. Sadly, many
never returned, leaving their
anxious wives mourning widows.
Some historians, however, believe
the walks were desighed more
practically, for firefighting.
Chimney fires were common in the
1800s; families would store buckets
of sand to pour down the chimney,
and the widow's walk provided
access to the chimney opening.
